The Clean Energy Frontier program
continues to drive the conversation of
electric vehicles and public charging
infrastructure. By working with the
regional network group, comprised of
Bruce, Grey, Huron, Wellington, Dufferin
and Perth, NIl is able to provide early
insight to the group, leveraging its

pending data.

In Q2, NIl will host a conversation to
define the economic benefit of public
charging infrastructure and to understand
challenges associated with the transition
to electric vehicles. The Clean Energy
Frontier program will be inviting tourism
stakeholders, local distributors, Bruce
Power Net Zero Inc. and other partners to
the table.
