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INTRODUCTION

Purpose

This announced focused inspection was conducted to confirm compliance with Ministry of the 
Environment, Conservation and Parks' (MECP) legislation and conformance with ministry 
drinking water policies and guidelines.

Scope

The ministry utilizes a comprehensive, multi-barrier approach in the inspection of water systems
that focuses on the source, treatment, and distribution components as well as management and
the operation of the system. 
The inspection of the drinking water system included both the physical inspection of the 
component parts of the system listed in section 4 "Systems Components" of the report and the 
review of data and documents associated with the operation of the drinking water system during
the review period.

This drinking water system is subject to the legislative requirements of the Safe Drinking Water 
Act, 2002 (SDWA) and regulations made therein, including Ontario Regulation 170/03, "Drinking
Water Systems" (O. Reg. 170/03). This inspection has been conducted pursuant to Section 81 
of the SDWA.

This inspection report does not suggest that all applicable legislation and regulations were 
evaluated. It remains the responsibility of the owner to ensure compliance with all applicable 
legislative and regulatory requirements.

For ground water systems, the treatment process must, at a minimum, consist of disinfection 
and must be credited with achieving an overall performance that provides, at a minimum 2-log
(99%) removal or inactivation of viruses prior to the first consumer. The Underwood drinking 
water system uses the addition of liquid sodium hypochlorite passing through a contact 
chamber to achieve primary disinfection.
The minimum free chlorine residual required to meet the Concentration X Time (CT) value of 
3 is 0.13 mg/L. The Underwood drinking water system has nearly 24 minutes of contact time 
during times of maximum well pumping. The drinking water system provides an alarm when 
the point of entry free chlorine residual falls below 0.30 mg/L which closes the solenoid valve 
ensuring CT is met at all times .
The Underwood MDWL requires that at all times, CT provided shall be greater than or equal 
to the CT required to achieve the log removal credits assigned. A review of the drinking water 
records provided show the minimum requirements were met.
